Appendix
Requirements for the design of the article text

1. Typing the text, Times New Roman and Symbol are used, font size - 11 pt. Set paper size - A4
(210x297mm). Margins at the left, right, top and bottom are 25 mm. Line spacing - 1,0. Paragraph indent - 1.2 cm. When
typing, do not use hyperlinks, bulleted lists and word changes. (Apply the style "text of article” from the template).

2. The title of the article should be written in Russian and in English without abbreviations in capital letters.
It should accurately characterize the content of the study. The point at the end is not put. The title is placed in the center
of the page and highlighted in bold. (Apply "Title" style from the template). 3.

3 An abstract should be 150 to 300 words (2-3 sentences, maximum 600 characters), briefly outlining the gist
of the article. Submitted in Russian and English. It should be typed in lower-case letters, Times New Roman and Symbol
type faces, 10 pt. When translating it into Russian, avoid using automatic translation services. They do not guarantee the
correctness of the translation, especially if the text contains scientific terminology. (Apply the "abstract"” style from the
template).

4. Keywords are also written in two languages. The keywords should reflect the main concepts and
phenomena touched upon by the author in the scientific paper. (Apply the "keywords" style from the template).

5. Abbreviations and acronyms are deciphered the first time they are mentioned. It is enough to do it only
once.

6. Formula expressions are executed only in MathType formula editor, style - "Math", style - Times New
Roman and Symbol, font size - 11 pt. Both in the text of the article and in formula expressions, mathematical functions,
figures, letters of the Greek and Russian alphabets are typed by straight lines, Latin letters - by italics. It is recommended
to number those formulaic expressions that are referred to in the following text, enclosing the number in parentheses.
(Apply the "equation” style from the template).

7. Drawings are fulfilled according to the following requirements: the size of the figure - no more than 15x20
cm, the resolution - no less than 300 dpi (apply the "Figure" style from the template); the figure should be designed as a
graphic object; the captions under the figure should necessarily include the number and the name of the figure (apply the
"caption line" style from the template).

It is recommended to avoid verbal symbols on the figures, but use numeric or letter symbols, which should
be explained in the text of the article or in the figure captions; numeric and letter symbols on the figures should
correspond to the symbols in the text of the article or in the figure captions.

8. Tables may contain numerical data, comparative characteristics, demonstrate the difference and similarity
of the objects of research (phenomena).

The name of the table is placed at the top center, directly above it, in Times New Roman and Symbol, 9 pt,
bold type. It should be short, but precise and understandable, capaciously reflecting the essence of the information
contained in the table rows and columns. (Apply the “table head" style from the template). Creation and formatting of
tables is carried out in the office application Microsoft Word with the help of the tools of the appropriate menu, the
information in the table should be designed using Times New Roman and Symbol, type size - 9 pt. (Apply the style
"table” from the template).

9. Names, designations, definitions and rules for the use of units of physical quantities used in the article
should comply with GOST 8.417-2002.

10. References to literary sources are numbered in the order of their citation in the text. Reference numbers
are placed in square brackets.

11The list of references is placed at the end of the article. Use Times New Roman and Symbol, type size - 10
pt. (Apply style "book" from the template).

12. The size of the article is from 3 pages.

The same person can be the author (co-author) of not more than two articles.

Topics must meet the requirements of novelty, relevance and practical relevance.

The organizing committee reserves the right to select the submitted articles with subsequent editing.

Articles that do not meet the seminar's subject matter, requirements to design, or sent later than the deadline
will not be considered.
